New Apartment Complex

‘Work has begun on the first phase of a 224-unit apartment
complex at Charlestown Landing.

On April 2, Mayor Bob Hall and Redevelopment Director Bob
McEwen joined Denis Frankenberger, of Parkside Apartments of
Charlestown LLC, Clayton Pace, of CBC Construction, and James
Darnall principle of Charlestown Landing LLC to move the first
shovelfuls of earth at a groundbreaking ceremony to signal the start
of construction of Parkside Trace Apartments.

The project will be completed in several phases. The first phase —
which will see the construction of four 16-unit apartment buildings
— is scheduled to be completed in September.

Each of the first 64 1,100 square-foot apartments wiil feature two
bedrooms, two baths and a private patio or deck.

The 17.5-acre apartment complex will see another 64 apartments
constructed in its second phase, with the rest to follow in phase
three.

A clubhouse, swimming pool, laundry facility and service center
will also be constructed in the second phase.

‘The apartments will rent for $740 per month.

“These will be the nicest apartments in the region,” Frankenberger
said at the ceremony.
